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2024 Entrance Scholarship Application

In 2018, the Cochrane Environmental Action Committee (CEAC) introduced the CEAC Entrance Scholarship to the Cochrane community. This year, CEAC is pleased to announce the sixth year of the scholarship, offering two (2) entrance scholarships each in the amount of $1,500 (one thousand five hundred dollars).
CEAC’s mission is to work towards making Cochrane and area residents a more environmentally aware and active community. Our objectives are:
· To enhance awareness and educate about our inter-relationships with the natural world and the impact of our lifestyle choices on the health of the community and the Earth’s ecosystems,
· To identify and undertake the projects that encourage environmental responsibility and a sense of community,
· To increase effectiveness through partnerships and cooperation within local and global communities, and
· To encourage participation and foster hope in the challenge of ensuring an environmentally sustainable future.
CEAC recognizes the value of education both as a component of our mandate and as a foundation for growing environmental study and knowledge. This scholarship is intended to support two students in achieving their educational goals and assist in the realization of an environmental post-secondary diploma or degree.
Eligibility
1. Applicants must reside within the Cochrane High School Attendance Area, as set out by the Rocky View Schools division. (A map of the attendance area can be found here: https://bit.ly/2024CochraneArea ) Separate and private school divisional boundaries may differ from this map. Students that are educated outside of the public school system are welcome to apply for this scholarship, but their primary residence must be within this catchment area.
2. Applicants must be entering into their first year of a multi-year (2+ years in length) environmental-focused diploma or baccalaureate program at an accredited post-secondary institution in the fall of 2024.
3. Preference will be given to students who demonstrate volunteering and community involvement.
4. CEAC members (and children of members) are eligible for this scholarship, so long as neither themselves nor any immediate family member (spouse/common-law partner, child, parent, grandparent, sibling) are serving on the Scholarship Review/Selection Committee.
Application Requirements
1. Short video (2-5 minutes) highlighting an environmental issue in the Cochrane community (submitted via an unlisted YouTube link, which must be included in your submission email).
2. A 500-to-1000-word description about your aspirations for entering an environmental studies program and how your educations will help you generate positive environmental impacts.
3. A completed application form (see page below; attach additional pages if needed)
4. A copy of your conditional letter of acceptance to the environmental program you will be attending in fall 2024.
